 Be constantly knocking, and doors will be 
constantly opening for you. 



 We can approach God confidently in prayer
 Ask means to make a request 
 Helplessness but not hopelessness
 We need: 

▪ Salvation 

▪ The fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, goodness, faith, 
meekness, temperance



 According to His will: “And this is the 
confidence that we have toward him, that if 
we ask anything according to his will he 
hears us” (1 John 5:14).

 In faith: “Let him ask in faith, with no 
doubting” (James 1:6).

 Not for our lusts: “You ask and do not 
receive because you ask wrongly, to spend it 
on your passions” (James 4:3).



 We can approach life confidently
 Not everything is given in completed form
 Seek God: “You will seek me and find me 

when you seek me with all your heart” 
(Jer.29:13)

 Seek His Rule: “Seek first the kingdom of God 
and His righteousness” (Matt. 6:33). 



 “Since, then, you have been raised with 
Christ, set your hearts on things above 
(seek those things which are above), where 
Christ is, seated at the right hand of God” 
(Col. 3:1).

 “Seek peace and pursue it” (1 Peter 3:11).

 A gracious confidence in life
 John the Baptist said, “A man can only 

receive that which is given him from 
heaven” (John 3:27).
